Allowing the sun to
naturally heat your home can
reduce your heating use - with
the added benefit of requiring
less electricity to power your
lights.

Close windows when the heat is
turned on. Don't let the heat go
to waste!

Make sure your windows and
doors aren't drafty. If you feel
cold air around doors and
windows, let your maintenance
team know. Draft stopping
(sealing) air leaks can save
energy that would have been
spent heating cold air.
